The TSol CPs and withesses
acknowledge that there is some evidence before the Inquiry of the
limited use of racist language by some soldiers. But the evidence also
suggests that such use did not extend to the chain of command, would
not have been used in front of the chain of command, and that those in
positions of authority intervened to stop the use of derogatory terms by
those under their command [Douglas BMI 31/71/1, Callaghan BMI
55/30/19; BMI 55/31/4]. Moreover, the issue of racism has only been
put to a handful of withesses and not to those in the higher chain of
command. As such there is simply no basis for a finding of systemic

racism.

479. Finally, any allegation of systemic racism, casual violence or torture is
contrary to the clear and consistent evidence of a large number of
witnesses, of all ranks, that the Armed Forces in Iraqg were acutely
conscious of the need to win over the “hearts and minds” of the Iraqi
civilian population for the success of Op Telic, and that this involved
respect for the society which the British Army had gone to assist [for
example, Burridge BMI 98/15/22; Ingram BMI 97/14/6; Marriott BMI
98/158/14, Wall 97/91/2, Wesson BMI 50/2/18, Hemesley BMI
57/221/21; Robinson BMI 80/111/3; Barnett BMI 86/17/14]. For
example, Gen Brims stressed in his mission directive [MOD054392],
“There must be no triumphalisms on achieving phase Il/lll. Indeed we
must restore, foster, Iraqi dignity in our AO and work together as far as
possible to achieve Phase IV for their benefit”. As he explained in his
oral evidence “we needed to be acting decently at all times to Iraqi
soldiers — all Iragis. Our argument wasn't with them, it was with the
regime” [Brims BMI 103/29/13]. Not only was this the clear message
from the top, but it was understood at ground level, as the following
example given by General Brims amply illustrates:

“When | visited the Black Watch -- and this was before combat
operations started -- they gave me a briefing and they drew a

cartoon figure of a man and they said -- inside the head they put
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all the various organizations which represented Saddam
Hussein's regime and they said, That's what we are -- we've got
to remove the head whilst controlling the arms”, which
represented the armed forces, the police and the other security
apparatus, "so that we can then come back and apply first aid fo
the heart, lungs and so forth, and get this man back on his feet,
even though we have taken off his head". And | thought that was
a brilliant way of telling me that they understood what we were

trying to do conceptually.”"%

480. Far from being a ‘rotten barrel', the British Armed Forces in Iraq served
with courage, dedication and humanity in extraordinarily difficult
circumstances. While the barbarous treatment of Baha Mousa and
those detained with him cannot be excused, neither those responsible
nor the episode itself are representative of British service personnel as
a whole, or of their conduct in Irag. While not denying that there may
be lessons to be learned from the events of 14-16 September, the
professionalism and integrity of the British Armed Forces in general

and the CP witnesses in particular, should not be impugned.
